FIRST GENERATION

As far as can be determined, William Arment was the emig-
rant ancestor of the Arment family. I{e is reported to have come
from England in the early 17OOrs but according to family trad-jt.ion, the Arments came originally fr:om the Alsace-Lorraine area
of France and were thought to have been French Hugeonot. They
probably fled France and went into England.

The earliest original record found of William Armond (Arment)
is a deed in which he purchased 50 acres of land in Rocklands,
Chester County (now known as Concord, Delaware County) Pennsylvania.
The original deed record has not been found but we learn of it from
two different sources both of which are reprod.uced in their en-
tir:ety on the next few pages. The first is a publlcation of the
Quaker: Society dated 1899 and the second is a later deed between
Isaac Arment and John Newlin in 1BIO showing that the same 50
acres was passed on from father: to son and from son to grandson.
As far as rve know the original deed still exists as explained in
the Quaker magazine but all efforts to locate it have failed so
far. As you will see from reading the lBtO deed, Isaac sold the
50 acres as provided in his fatherfs will but, apparently, not
wanting the land to leave the family, he trought it back again the
next day. On the following two pages are maps showing the lo-
cation of this land. The first map ;hows the original purchase
of James Chevars and the second map shows the 50 acres purchased
from him by William Armond in T7I2" We hope someday to be atrle
to locate it in person and to trod the ground our ancestors toiled
over for more than IOO years.

Note: The second map was found by Ednabelle Arment Castro
in 1982 in the Philadelphia Historical Society Library. It is
a map of the area around 1814. Her hustrand Jess took the pic-
ture of the map with his camera.

During his early years he ran a header barge during wheat harvest
and followed threshing rigs in western Kansas and in the area North
of Athol. Winters found him working as a championship corn shucker
throughout the county. Illnesses played a major role in his life.

It seems he preferred
if'" toggiig as th;t'is what most of his pictures are of (some were also
taken iuring the Navy), and his "stories" were usual'ly about logging jn
the Northwoods.

When he married at the age of 34, he was workjng 'in the cotton gin at
Lenora and farmjng a p'iece of land down the canyon from where his folks
lived (at Hadden). He had bujlt a "dug-out" where they lived and where
both of us kids were born. It had dirt walls & dirt floor, a tin roof but
the front was wood with a window and a wooden door. He plastered the djrt
walls so the snalkes & mice wouldn't come in, as my mother was afraid of them.

When I was about /t-. months o1d (must have been about late Nov. 1937) tfrey
moved to CaliforniJ for about three years. This was during the dust bowl
years and the depression, and they lived in "|.Joolsey'! Camp" near Tu'lare.
ihe camp had two rows of cabins (or shacks) and they li.ved.there about the
entire iirne they were jn Calif. They picked cotton and after a while he got

a job in the hay, which must have paid a ljttle better. When we arriveq[
toil.-of my mothLr's famjly were a'lready there, and they also were living
jn the ca-mp and pick'ing cotton. My Dad was always proud of the fact that
he had only had to boriow $.|0 from his father-in-law to make it, and never
d'id have to get in the soup line.

In late ]940 or 4l a friend from 0klahoma, Leonard Bartell, had asked my

Dad to come work for him on a farm he had bought in S.E. Utah, and he did.
l,Ie l'ived j n a Z-room house there on Bartell's property, had a few farm
animals and a nice big garden. He also bought 160 acres of land in the
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area, which he kept evcn after moving away, and just deeded it to me and

my brother about a year or so before he died'

While in Utah we had to walk two miles to a one-room schoolhouse, and

runy u morning after a heavy snowfall or during glizzard conditions, my

Dad-would wall us to school to "break the trail"'

1n1e moved to 0regon in "|947 (September) and the folks lived in the same

place the enti"6 time. When we first arrived, we were thrilled that we

had electrjcity-(i Ua"e bulb hanging in the middle of the ceiling), and

runnjng water in'a hydrant as near as the porch. Dad soon added to the
house, and brought witer to a kitchen he had built. tventually we-had

a bathroom, and electrjcal outlets - then came hot water heater, electric
jron, etc., etc. Actually, the house is very run-down now but it was

home to them & Dad said il would last as long as they needed it. I guess

he was r.ight. He had a big garden that for years he turned with a shovel.
Along witF the vegetables,-he used to raise beautiful flowers in his
gard6n and the neighbors would make special triPs qy just to look at them.

if anyone stopped, they always left with an armload of flowers and/or
vegetibles. iii tit"" years he quit the flowers and cut the size of the
garden down a lot.

He worked in the local sawmills until his retirement. The mill where he

was working closed down in .|962 just shortly before he was 65, so it
worked out for him.

He enjoyed his cats and there was usually one that would ride around on

The following is a Memorial Tribute writ-
ten by his son, Loren H. Arment of Anchorage, Alaska.

For some years, my Elrandfather and grandmother and their three
sons and two daughters lived on a cattle ranch in Long Valley near
Cascade, Irlaho. Occassionally my dad was left alone during the
winter to feed the cattle. It was here he became disenchanted with
the tleep snow of tlre high val leys. It was an all day task to pitch
a load of' hiry, harness the ltorscs, snake the load to the feedlot
and ttistribute the feed to the cattle. I c was not unusual for the
slip or sled he was using to fall off the road (a built up track of
packed. snow making it necessary to unload and load again. It was
long after dark when he arrived back to a cold house and it was
then that he also became disenchanted with bachelor life.

After his marriage to DoIIy Blanche Butt, he drove a span of
mules for 1"1.K. Construction Co. building a road up Goose Creek
Canyon. The family tivecl in a tent with a couple of goats for milk.
Later he acquired 4O acres in l{ashoe Bottom West of Payetter Idaho
and began to accumulate a smalt dairy herd. llis plan was to milk
cows, sell the milk, and raise springers for a cash crop. This plan
required long hours and vast amounts of hard work but enabled him
to accumulate some security ln his later years. IIe and his brothers-
in-law, the Butts boys, loved to round up wild horses in the Owyhee
Breaks. They were not wild mustailBsr though one occasionally showed
upr but branded horses they had turned loose to forage for them-
selves. S6me of our fondest memories of early childhood was to be
awakenecl in the micldle of the night by pounding hooves on the frozen
ground, t,he whoops of tlte riders and the sound of a horse crashing
into a wire fence. We woultl slip down to the kitchen and sit shi-
vering until they came trooping in happily exhausted, laughing and
reliving the incidents of the day.

Dad was an expert rtith horses, quite possibly the best there
was, and was noted for the quatity of the draft horses he trained.
IIe made exquisitly braided rawhide hackamores, bridle reigns, etc.
He said he had been taught by an old Indian who wintered with him
one year. During the depression he worked fron 4:OO AM tilI 10:OO
at night for $t.OO a day. This is notable because WPA r*ork and
relief were paying much more.

About 1936 he acquired more land and began to expand in a
modest, rr'ay. IIe was a member of the school board. at Washoe. IIe
was also elected ditch boss of the irrigation project and super-
vised ttre annual building of t,he dam across the Payette River' an
hilarious event always (tonsisbing ruainly of hauling rocks and
planks and making sure everyolle got dunked. Perhaps the most un-
usual thing about him was a certain unique quality of leadership
or quiet competence that caused those who worked for hin to give
the best they had, though f never knew him to bark an order or
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criticize a persons work. Large numbers of dust ttowl refugees
were al lowed to camp on land under his control and at least one
family was allowed to live in one of his houses without paying.
Dad loved to travel and drove to the Oregon coast whenever pos-
sible, especially during his retirement years.

I'Ie was not a healthy man though one would never hear hinn ad-
mit it. During his youth he nearly died during the influenza out-
break that followed WWl. I{hen the fanily was small he suffered
such a severe attack of pneumonia that the doctors gave up. My
uncle, with the permission of the fanily doctor, adninistered vast
quantities of bootleg whiskey and he recovered.

By 195O his heart had just about given out and our mother
was at wits end trying to keep the secret and keep him from over
doing at the same time. In T97t he passed away. He died as he
lived, quietly, striding on his last day across the field with a
shovel on his shoulder. They found him on a ditch bank. A friend
of long standing felt the loss so keenly that he locked hinself
in his room and refused to eat or talk to anyone for three days.
He was our dad, he had time for us.

J.L. Arment is buried in the Riverside Cenetary in Payette.
His wife, Dolly, who died on 2 Sept f982, is buried beside him.
Dolly was the daughter of George Washington Parker Butt and Alpha-
retta Ilale, early day homesteaders in the Ilomedale, fdaho area.

covers. The inpressive array virtually covered the walls of his
basement recreation area. Ile and Roa also shared another hobby-
rock collecting and polishing and Roa was most artistic in using
the finished product for rlecorating purposes. Especially beautiful,
according to her husband, r{ere her jade trees. Horace donated his
marvelous collections to the 'lreasure Valley Community College some
tinae ago which gives you an idea of his generous nature. IIe was
also one of our rnost staunch supporters in the compiling of this
farnily history and answered all letters promptly supplying all the
information he could on all occasions.

Ilorace was a member of several service organizations one of
which was the Masons. He was a member of Acacia Masonic Lodge
No. 1lB, AF X AM, Ontario; Iloyal Arch Masons, Zadoc Chapter No. 14,
Ontario; Baker Commandry No. 9; Al Kader Shrine, Portlandl Shrine
Club of Ontariol the Oregon State Iiistorical Society and the Mal-
heur County Historical Society. IIe was also a member of the Ore-
gon State Geographic Names Board serving from L962 to L975 helping
restore some traditional names to area locations. He served on
the Oregon State Apprentice Council for 2O years. I{e was a dis-
trict deputy for the Grand Master of the Masonic Lodge for Ore-
gon from L952 until 1954.

Ilorace died Sunday Jan 17 19BO at an Ontario hospital. IIe
was buried in Evergreen Cemetary af[er Masonic services were con-
ducted.

sT. JOHNTS EPTSCOPAL CITURCH, COMPASS

St. ,Johnts Episcopal Church in Concord was tne pface of wor-
ship for sone of the A::rnent aneestors. The first chapel building
was erected in 1727 according to Joseph Hannum. It was a log buil-
ding. Additions to the original building were made in L7?j and l83j.
A new church was built in 1844. Theret s a possibility that the
ehurch was closed during the Revolution and during that war, the
liberty bell was stored in the basement of St. James Episcopal at
Lancaster, Penn for safe keeping from the Brltlsh. st. James, st.
Johnts (concord) and st. Johns (conpass) were auong the many Epis-
copalian Churches in that circuit. Reeords for Christ, Church are
kept at St. James Church in Lancaster. In 1760, St Johnr s (ConcorO)
Church reeords show that John Arment donated 2O shillings and he
was very acti.ve as a vestryman as was his son Isaac. Other fanily
members who were vestrymen were william and Nicholas. rn tBBo,
Edgar Penn Arment purchased Lot #2A6 for the burial place of his
parents, Nicholas and Lydia Arment, but no stones mark the graves.
In L833, Isaae Arnent was one of the vestrymen who rdas associated
wlth acquiring land from Joseph Hannun for enlarging the ehurch.
rn 1844, the building committee, which seems at various times to
have includec these vestrymen, c.w. sharpless, f[.w. Brinton, Moses
Bullock, Hill Brinton, Nicholas Arment and A.I{. Sharpless was auth-
orized to contract with Peter Smith for the erection of the church
for a contract price of $1360.oo. The apparently row figure ispartly accounted for by the provision that available materials from
the old church were to be utilLzed. in the construction of the new
building. Isaacrs son, Levi, mamied Catherine Miller in the churchin l8t8. One of the expenses in the contraet for bulld.ing was the
cost of 5 quarts of rum to be used trat the raising of ye plate and

raftersr'. The carpenter also received 2 quarts of rum for his ser-
vi ces . (zen;

Ty Mercer said that he escaped
prison and was home.

FIRST GENERATION

As far as can be determined, William Arment was the emig-
rant ancestor of the Arment family. I{e is reported to have come
from England in the early 17OOrs but according to family trad-jt.ion, the Arments came originally fr:om the Alsace-Lorraine area
of France and were thought to have been French Hugeonot. They
probably fled France and went into England.

The earliest original record found of William Armond (Arment)
is a deed in which he purchased 50 acres of land in Rocklands,
Chester County (now known as Concord, Delaware County) Pennsylvania.
The original deed record has not been found but we learn of it from
two different sources both of which are reprod.uced in their en-
tir:ety on the next few pages. The first is a publlcation of the
Quaker: Society dated 1899 and the second is a later deed between
Isaac Arment and John Newlin in 1BIO showing that the same 50
acres was passed on from father: to son and from son to grandson.
As far as rve know the original deed still exists as explained in
the Quaker magazine but all efforts to locate it have failed so
far. As you will see from reading the lBtO deed, Isaac sold the
50 acres as provided in his fatherfs will but, apparently, not
wanting the land to leave the family, he trought it back again the
next day. On the following two pages are maps showing the lo-
cation of this land. The first map ;hows the original purchase
of James Chevars and the second map shows the 50 acres purchased
from him by William Armond in T7I2" We hope someday to be atrle
to locate it in person and to trod the ground our ancestors toiled
over for more than IOO years.

Note: The second map was found by Ednabelle Arment Castro
in 1982 in the Philadelphia Historical Society Library. It is
a map of the area around 1814. Her hustrand Jess took the pic-
ture of the map with his camera.

 "As far as can be determined, William Arment was the emigrant ancestor of the Arment family. He
is reported to have come from England in the early 1700's but according to family tradition, the 
Arments came originally from Alsace-Lorraine area of France and were thought to have been 
French Hugeonot (sp). The probably fled France and went into England."

"The earliest original record found of William Armond (Arment) is a deed in which he purchased 
50 acres of land in Rocklands, Chester County (now known as Concord, Delaware County) 
Pennsylvania. The original deed record has not been found but we learn of it from two different 
sources both of which are reproduced in their entirety on the...(following paragraphs). The first is a 
publication of the Quaker Society dated 1899 and the second is a later deed between Isaac 
Arment and John Newlin in 18`0 showing that the same 50 acres was passed down on from father 
to son and from son to grandson. As far as we know the original deed still exists as explained in 
the Quaker magazine but all efforts to locate it have failed so far. As you will see from reading the 
1810 deed, Isaac sold the 50 acres provided in his father's will but, apparently, not wanting the 
land to leave the family, he bought it back again the next day. On the following...(pages) are maps 
showing the location of this land. The first map (Map No. 1) shows the original purchase of James 
Chevars and the second map shows the 50 acres purchased from him by William Armond in 
1712. We hope someday to be able to locate it in person and to trod the ground our ancestors 
toiled for more than 100 years."

"Note: The second map (Map No. 2) was found by Ednabelle Arment Castro in 1982 in the 
Philadelphia Historical Society Library. It is a map of the area around 1834. Her husband Jess 
took the picture of the map with his camera."

"A Chester County Deed of *1732.----A most interesting relic in the shape of a deed made in 1732 
for a tract of land in the manor of Rocklands, Chester Co., has turned up in this city. The 
document, though 167 years old. is in a remarkably good state of preservation, apparently no 
worse for its old age. It is a triffle yellow, as papers get when kept a great many yeras, but the text 
can be read without difficulty, and the orginal seals are all in tact. It measures 10 by 15 inches, 
written the long way, and has been pasted on a piece of cardboard.

The text, in part, is as follows:

This indenture, made the fifieenth day of October, in the eleventh year of the reign of our 
Sovereign, Lady Ann, Queen of Great Britain, etc., and in the years of our Lord, *1732, between 
James Chevers, in the Province of Pennsylvania, Yeoman, and Margaret, his wife, of thr one part, 
and William Armond, of the same place and county, laborer, of the other part: Whereas, the 
commissioners under the honourable William Penn, Esq., Proprietarry and Govenor of the 
Province by their letters Patents bearing date the 23rd day of October, Anno 1708. For the 
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commissioners under the honourable William Penn, Esq., Proprietarry and Govenor of the 
Province by their letters Patents bearing date the 23rd day of October, Anno 1708. For the 
consideration therein mentioned, did grant and confirm unto James Chevers aforesaid, a certain 
piece or parcel of the land in the manor of Rocklands, containing two hundred acres, to hold to 
him, the said James Chevers, his heirs and Assigns forever, as by the said patent recorded in the 
Rolls Office at Philadelphia.

Then follows the location of the land and the price of purchase, which was...21 (pounds), 15s or 
about $108.75. The ground has changed hands, of course, many times since the above transfer 
was made. A William Armond purchased it from James Chevers, and it passed into the hands of 
Isaac Armond,  Isaac Armond, Jr., and Daniel Husbands, and recently was transferred to Thomas 
Newlin. The location of the Land is at Elam, near Brandywine Summit, Delaware County, a part of 
that originally granted to Willaim Penn.

*Note: The date of 1732 given in the above article is questionable since the deed states that the 
land was purchased 3rd day of Oct 1712. Perhaps 1732 was when the deed was recorded."

Although the person who drew up the will spelled the name Armit, the Court Registrar, Mr. 
Graham, was obvisously well educated and gave the correct spelling of the name William Arment. 

According to the DAR record sent in by Florence Hall Benjamin of Minneapolis, Minnesota 
in 1932, William Arment married Elizabeth Hall. No reference is made as to where this information 
came from unless it was from the family Bible which was cited as a source. We also have this 
other reference to William's wife's name:

Letter from Gilbert Cope to Mrs. Rogers, 1904

Quote: William Arment was a resident in Concord Township, Chester County and a 
married man as early as 1715. His wife was Elizabeth Hall, daughter of Thomas and Sarah Hall of 
Concord. This is shown by a release (not recorded) which they executed for her interest in her 
father's land to her brother Thomas Hall, July 25 1755. The will of Thomas Hall, Sr., is dated Sept. 
11, 1704, proved Aug 21, 1717. He does not name all his children. His (Thomas Hall's) widow 
married George Robinson of Concord whose will is dated Aug 19, 1717 which indicates that her 
first husband died considerable time before his will was proved. Robinson devises to Thomas 
Amans, a mare. Perhaps this was the father of William Arment or maybe a mistake, meaning 
William Arment. The tax lists show about all possible variations in spelling the name Arment.

According to Mrs. Benjamin's DAR application, William Arment and Elizabeth Hall were 
married in 1709 or 1710. This same application also states that William Arment came from 
England about 1702. Deed records found for Thomas Hall show him as coming from Goatacre in 
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married in 1709 or 1710. This same application also states that William Arment came from 
England about 1702. Deed records found for Thomas Hall show him as coming from Goatacre in 
Wilks County, England in 1683. 

From "Quarterly Dockets, Chester County" we learn that William Arment (spelled Armet) 
was appointed constable for Concord Twp in the year 1726. In that day the land owners took their 
turns of service in the township offices. If a man sold his land, the purchaser would take the turn of 
the former owner.

From his will we see that William Arment had a son named John and a son named 
William, Jr. but it appears that neither of these men are the father of the four grandsons named in 
the will of 1757 since it states that he leaves their "larning and other things to the full care & 
diferation fo my Exers". John had been married less than a year before his father's will was made 
and if they boys had been the sons of William, it seems unlikely that it would be necessary to 
leave their care upl to others, therefore, I think it likely that the boy's father had died before the will 
was made. According to a record found in the Rogers Collection housed in the Philadelphia 
Historical Society and found there in 1982 by Ednabelle Arment Castro, William had a son James, 
born 1717 or 1718 who married Elizabeth Bond Cranston, widow of William Cranston and 
daughter of Joseph Bond and Elizabeth Melish (Melich). No other record has been found to 
confirm or deny this so we will accept it as fact since it seems the most logical explanation. We 
have the family then, of William Arment and Elizabeth Hall as..." (listed below)

OBITUARY
At his residence, on Thursday, the 23rd of November, the venerable Isaac Arment of 

Concord Township, Delaware County, in the 88th *year of his age.
The deceased was living near Chadd's Ford when the battle of Brandywine (Fig. 4) was 

fought there, in September, 1777, and from the heights on the Eastern side of the creek, which 
gave a commanding view of the scene, he witnessed the engagement. He has resided within a 
few miles of the same spot ever since, and retained to the last, a vivid recollection of the events of 
that memorable day. Mr. A. was elected a member of the vestry of St. John's Church, (Episcopal) 
Concord, in the year 1789 and was continued a member, by annual election, until his death; a 
period of 59 years. This fact appears upon the records of that ancient church. Of his brother 
vestrymen of the year '89 - a memorable year in our constitutional history - none survive; and the 
names of even some of them - Hansbey, for instance, - are entirely extinct in that region. Mr. A. 
was a highly respected citizen, and those curious to the incidents of a generation long since 
shrouded in the tomb, resorted to him for conversation. His reminiscenses were interesting, with 
what he knew personnally, and what he had gathered from old men when he was young. Stretch 
back from Mr. Arment's birthday into the past - a period equal to the length of his life, and we 
reach the era of the Eastern Colonists. Penn does not appear in view, nor Philadelphia. Stretch 
forward form from the year of his death an equal period into the future, and we may see, in fancy, 
the prairies of the far West densely peopled, and a belt of sovereign states skirting the distant 
coast of the Pacific Seas. The present magnificent boundries of the Republic will be filled with 
people. Three such links of time will compass the origin, progress and maturity of the American 
Empire. Mr. A. was buried on Saturday, the 25th ult., at St. John's Church, of which he had been 
so long a faithful and  excellent member. Thus pass into obscurity of the grave the contempories 
of our grandfathers and with them, the reminiscences of the ancient times.

'THOMAS W. BENNETT'

'The most jovially reckless gentleman who ever sat in a 
gubernatorial chair was, I believe, Governor Bennett. From the day he landed 
in Boise in the Fall of 1871 until he left, nearly four years later, there was always 
something doing. He had been a gallant soldier in the Civil war, attaining upon 
merit the rank of brigadier-general, and was as careless of public opinion in civil 
life as he was  of rebel  bullets in war times.

His first appearance in Boise was the keynote of his actions 
during his entire stay. Alighting from the stage coach, dusty and travel stained, 
no one having the least suspicion as to his identity, he immediately walked down 
to Oldham & Taylor's saloon, a half a block above the old Overland hotel, and 
stepping to the bar turned aroung to those present and said: "'Is there a s-- of a 
------- here who will take a drink with the Governor of Idaho?'"

Genial Joe Oldham, who was present, immediately 
responded:"'Yes, there is one that will, '" and they imbibed.

In three days he knew everyone in Boise and in three weeks was 
equally acquainted with everyone in Southern Idaho. He readily took to the 
conviviality then characteristic of the extreme West and added a few features 
from the East theretofore unknown. There was a continuous scene of hilarity 
whatever he was present.

It would fill a volume to tell all the funny happenings during 
Governor Bennett's term in office. When he finally left us, all were sorry. 
He returned to his old home in Richmond, Indiana, and his popularity there 
caused him to be elected almost continuously as mayor of that city until his 
death many years afterwards. I believe no old-timer in Idaho, in thinking of Tom 
Bennett, does so with any but the pleasantest recollections.'

'Addison left home at a fairly early young age and joined the Navy during W.W.I at about 
17. He served on the Oil Tanker U.S.S. Cuyama. After the war, he traveled around the country a 
lot - mostly by "side-door Pullman". He rode the rails throughout the midwest and up into 
Canada, working at various jobs along the way - mostly on farms and logging. It seems he 
preferred the logging as that is what most of his pictures are of (some were also taken during the 
Navy), and his "stories" were usually about logging in the Northwoods.'

'When he married at the age of 34, he was working in the cotton gin at Lenora and 
farming a piece of land down the canyon from where his folks lived (at Hadden). He had built a 
"dug-out" where they lived and where both of us kids were born. It had dirt walls & dirt floor, a 
tin roof but the front was wood with a window and a wooden door. He plastered the dirt walls so 
the sna1kes (sic) & mice wouldn't come in, as my mother was afraid of them.'

'When I was about 7 1/2 months old (must have been about late Nov. 1937) they moved 
to California for about three years, This was during the dust bowl years and the depression, 
and they lived in "Woolsey's Camp" near Tulare. The camp had two rows of cabins (or shacks) 
and they lived there about the entire time they were in Calif. They picked cotton and after a while 
he got a job in the hay, which must have paid a little better. When we arrived some of my 
mother's family were already there, and they also were living in the camp and picking cotton. 
My Dad was always proud of the fact that he had only had to borrow $10 from his father-in-law to 
make it, and never did have to get in a soup line.'

'In late 1940 or 41 a friend from Oklahoma, Leonard Bartell, had asked my Dad to come 
work for him on a farm he had bought in S.E. Utah, and he did. We lived in a 2-room house 
there on Bartell's property, had a few farm animals and a nice big garden. He also bought 160 
acres of land in the area, which he kept even after moving away, and just deeded it to me and my 
brother about a year or so before he died.'

'While in Utah we had to walk two miles to a one-room schoolhouse, and many a morning 
after a heavy snowfall or during blizzard conditions, my Dad would walk us to school to "break the 
trail."'

'We moved to Oregon in 1947 (September) and the folks lived in the same place the 
entire time. When we first arrived, we were thrilled that we had electricity (a bare bulb 
hanging in the middle of the ceiling), and running water in a hydrant as near as the porch. Dad 
soon added to the house, and brought water to a kitchen he had built. Eventually we had a 
bathroom, and electrical outlets - then came hot water heater, electric iron, etc., etc.  Actually, the 
house is very run-down now but it was home to them & Dad said it would last as long as they 
needed it. I guess he was right. He had a big garden that for years he turn with a shovel. Along 
with the vegetables, he used to raise beautiful flowers in his garden and the neighbors would 
make special trips by just to look at them. If anyone stopped, they always left with an 
armload of flowers and/or vetgetables. In later years he quit the flowers and cut the size of the 
garden down a lot.'

' He worked in the local sawmills until his retirement. The mill where he was working 
closed down in 1962 just shortly before he was 65, so it worked out for him.'

'He enjoyed his cats and there was usually one that would ride around on his shoulder. 
He walked a lot on the logging roads in back of the house, which probably helped keep him so 
healthy. He was not only healthy, but mentally alert right up until his death, in which he went 
very quietly while reading. He was an avid reader. (Had gone thru 8 years of school, but he said in 
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healthy. He was not only healthy, but mentally alert right up until his death, in which he went 
very quietly while reading. He was an avid reader. (Had gone thru 8 years of school, but he said in 
those days that was a very good education.)'

Alaska.

'For some years, my grandfather and grandmother and their three sons and two 
daughters lived on a cattle ranch in Long Valley near Cascade, Idaho. Occassionly my dad was 
left alone during the winter to feed the cattle. It was here he became disenchanted with the deep 
snow of the high valleys. It was an all day task to pitch a load of hay, harness the horses, snake 
the load to feedlot and distribute the feed to the cattle. It was not unusal for the slip or sled he was 
using to fall off the road (a built up track of packed snow making it necessary to unload and load 
again. It was long after dark when he arrived back to a cold house and it was then that he also 
became disenchanted with bachelor life.

After his marriage to Dolly Blanche Butt, he drove a span of mules for M.K.Construction 
Co. building a road up Goose Creek Canyon. The family lived in a tent with a couple of goats for 
milk. Later he acquired 40 acres in Washoe Bottom West of Payette, Idaho and began to 
accumulate a small dairy herd. His plan was to milk cows, sell the milk, and raise springers for a 
cash crop. This plan required long hours and vast amounts of hard work but enabled him to 
accumulate some security in his later years. He and his brothers-in-law, the Butts boys, loved to 
round up wild horses in the Owyhee Breaks. They were not wild mustangs, though one 
occassionaly showed up, but branded horses they had turned loose to forage for themselves.

Some of our fondest memories of early childhood was to be awakened in the middle of the night 
by pounding hooves on the frozen ground, the whoops of the riders and the sound of a horse 
crashing into a wire fence. We would slip down to the kitchen and sit shivering until they came 
trooping in happily exhausted, laughing and reliving the incidents of the day.

Dad was an expert with horses, quite possibly the best there was, and was noted for the 
quality of the draft horses he trained. He made exquisitly braided rawhide hackamores, bridle 
reigns, etc. He said he had been taught by an old Indian who wintered with him one year. During 
the depression he worked from 4:00 AM till 10:00 at night for a $1.00 a day. This is notable 
because WPA work and relief were paying much more.

About 1936 he acquired more land and began to expand in a modest way. He was a 
member of the school board at Washoe. He was also elected ditch boss of the irrigation project 
and supervised the annual building of the dam across the Payette River, an hilarious event always 
consisting mailnly of hauling rocks and planks and making sure everyone got dunked. Perhaps the 
most unususl thing about him was a certain unique quality of leadership or quiet competence that 
caused those who worked for him to give the best they had, though I never knew him to bark an 
order or criticize a persons work. Large numbers of dust bowl refugees were allowed to camp on 
land under his control and at least one family was allowed to live in one of his houses without 
paying. Dad loved to travel and drove to the Oregon coast whenever possible, especially during 
his retirement years.

He was not a healthy man though one would never hear him admit it. During his youth he 
nearly died during the influenza outbreak that followed WWI. When the family was small he 
suffered such a severe attack of pneumonia that the doctors gave up. My uncle, with the 
permission of the family doctor, administered vast quantities of bootleg whiskey and he recovered.

By 1950 his heart had just about given out and our mother was at wits end trying to keep 
the secret and keep him from over doing at the same time. In 1971 he passed away. He died as 
he lived, quietly, striding on his last day across the field with with a shovel on his shoulder. They 
found him on a ditch bank. A friend of long standing felt the loss so keenly that he locked himself 
in his room and refused to eat or talk to anyone for three days. He was our dad, he had time for 
us.'
